Popular routes
include the invigorating ‘Length and Breadth
of Ilkley Moor" a 7 mile circular walk, which
incorporates panoramic views. Alternatively,
the Riverside Walk is a pleasant accessible
route along the banks of the River Wharfe,
beginning at the Riverside Gardens.

06 King's Hall and Winter Garden

Dating back to the 14th century, this historic
building is now a museum and arts centre,
offering self-guided tours and exhibits.

llkley Moor, famous for "On llkley Moor baht ‘at,'
features the Cow and Calf Rocks and offers
stunning walks and views.

11 likley Cinema

Set on the edge of the moor, visit the plunge pool
where visitors have taken the waters for over 300
years. The café is open when the flag is flying.



05 likley Toy Museum

lkley Riverside Gardens, by the River Wharfe,
offers relaxation with riverside strolls, pétanque, a
toddler play zone, and a natural play area.

14 likley Lido
Darwin Gardens, where the town meets the moor,

offers a maze, picnic areas, and is a tribute to
Charles Darwin’s historic visit to the area.
